O 
n July 5 1865 Britain introduced the 

world‘s first automobile speed limit, 

2 mph (3.2 km/h) with a man re-

quired to walk in front of a motor vehicle 

carrying a red flag. Note that this is some 20 

years before the first Benz prototype internal 

combustion powered automobile. 

This first speed limit set a bit of a trend as it 

was considered illogical and unscientific – 

horse drawn vehicles routinely travelled 

much faster than 2 mph and caused plenty 

of deaths and injuries yet were not subject 

to any speed limits. The main aim seems to 

have been to eliminate the unwanted 

automobile and its trendy owners. It served 

to significantly hold back the development 

of automobiles in Britain. 

Unlike many other British inventions, they 

seem to have hung onto this one and 

made it their own.  When I wrote this I was 

holidaying in speed enforcement mad Eng-

land which has more than 6000 fixed speed 

cameras and countless more hand held 

and patrol car mounted units. Some 

stretches of road have 3 or more cameras 

in a 1km section. 

Does this reduce the road toll? 

Hard to say. From casual observation volun-

tary compliance rates are lower than in 

Australia, being medium to low in lower 

speed areas (30mph and 40 mph – 48 and 

64 km/h respectively) and low in higher 

speed limit areas (50, 60 and 70 mph or 80, 

96 and 112 km/h). Motorways are subject to 

a 70 mph limit but travelling at a true 72 – 74 

mph I am overtaken by about 5 cars for 

every one I overtook, many do 85+ mph 

(136+ km/h). 

A TV show I saw showed motorway police 

operating a hand held speed unit from an 

overbridge with 8 pursuit cars lined up on 

the slip road.  The operator appeared to be 

targeting vehicles over 85 mph, and ex-

hausted the supply of pursuit cars in two 

minutes! As fast as he could despatch 

them, in fact! 

The UK has a road fatality rate about half 

that of Australia, which is good.  But as the 

average speed recorded on our hire car 

over 2,200 miles was a mere 25 mph (40 km/

h) due to road conditions, not speed limits, I 

have to wonder what role the speed limits 

play. In many cases it really is not possible 

to travel above the speed limit, so if one 

were to do so a collision would be almost 

inevitable.  There are roads with a 70mph 

limit which are 1 ½ cars wide twisting 

through hedges and embankments where 

anything over 20 mph is crazy, and broad 

largely empty dual carriageways set at 40 

mph. Just like here. 

Germany‘s fatality rate is comparable to 

Australia‘s despite still having some unre-

stricted autobahns and significant lengths 

of autobahns limited to 130 km/h. 

Do UK‘s speed cameras work? 

Also hard to say but several UK counties are 

switching off their cameras and reverting to 

on-road patrols on the basis that motorists 

will obey the speed limits for a longer period 

after encountering a patrol car than after 

passing a speed camera. Mind you, there is 

also some complexity in who gets the fines 

and who pays to run the cameras. 

There are also growing numbers of auto-

matic warning signs which light up when a 

speeding vehicle is detected.  Drivers do 

seem to respond to these. 

So, where do speed limits come from now? 

Lets get the basics right. We all know that 

reaction time is pretty well fixed, and there-

fore reaction distance increases with 

speed.  We probably all know that stopping 

distance increases with the square of 

speed. 

Given that, distance is usually the prime 

constraint, this alone indicates that higher 

speed equals higher crash risk and worse 

consequence. The debate then is just what 

risk is acceptable and how quickly does risk 

increase with speed in a given situation? 

Obviously 120 km/h through a busy shop-

ping car park is not a good idea, but even 

at 10 km/h a crash can occur, albeit proba-

CR 

From the EditorFrom the Editor     Jon Havelock  

bly minor.  Sight lines, traffic density, road 

width, alignment, weather etc all play a 

part. 

The limits applied are a compromise be-

tween risk and convenience.  There are 

many documented cases where raising an 

unrealistically low limit reduces average 

speed.   

There are algorithms available which com-

pute an appropriate speed for any given 

stretch of road, weather, traffic etc.  The 

last report I saw which applied these con-

cluded that about 30% of road sections sur-

veyed have the correct limit with about 

equal numbers too high/too low. 

The speed limit is not usually set for the 

road, rather the road is designed for a limit. 

The road often ends up not meeting the 

design standard because of all sorts of con-

straints, cost being a major one.  Sadly, in 

Canberra, where the roads were drawn on 

blank paper, this is still the case.  Once the 

road is in place the limit is often reduced in 

a sort of knee jerk reaction to some incident 

or other.   

Fatal or serious injury crashes are subject to 

in depth analysis, mainly to decide what 

happened for court purposes rather than 

research the causal factors.  Collation of 

this data is usually poor, with simplistic tick 

the box assignments to arbitrary causes.  If 

the report indicates travel over the speed 

limit the ―speed‖ box (amongst others) is 

ticked even if the real cause was heart fail-

ure.  Whilst speed may be ―involved‖ in 

over 50% of crashes, some analysis indicates 

it a causal factor in about 5% of crashes. 

We like to think that good driving can com-

pensate for higher speed. And that may be 

the case in some circumstances.  But even 

the most brilliant driver can not know when 

they reach a section of road which unex-

pectedly affords poor visibility to other road 

users or has some other unexpected haz-

ard. 

Nonetheless, in Australia we enjoy a much 

more open road system which is much 

more pleasurable to drive on than in the UK 

(even if some freeways are boring) with a 

lot less speed cameras, and generally 

higher speed limits. 

All of which is much better than having a 

man (or woman in these PC times) walking 

ahead with a red flag.   CR

This trip would be the perfect opportunity to 

benchmark how my 1996 325e has come 

along in the last six months. The DIY build 

(more like dismantling) of the car has been 

i n  a c c o r d a n c e  w i t h  t h e 

w w w . e 3 0 r a c i n g . c o m . a u  < h t t p : / /

www.e30racing.com.au/> (E30R) regula-

tions.

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Hodge in their minis, and Bob Williams and 

Chris Kingsland in their E30's. We later joined 

other NSW members for pre-dinner drinks, 

before moving on to the Commercial Hotel 

for refreshing ales and some hearty pub 

food. As might be expected, excellent 

company, and we learned quite a bit from 

Bob & Carolyn Williams. 

It seemed that a number of people weren't 

able to sleep and headed off to the track 

nice and early—fortunately, there seemed 

to be enough garages to go around. NSW 

had fielded 24 out of the 42 cars, a big ef-

fort by those north of the border. 

We parked amongst a bunch of E30R's and 

got into the car prep; Ray helping me 

change to track rubber as he was ready to 

run with his street setup. Clever man 

though; he was also able to assist Brian Cal-

lan with ensuring the tyres on his M3 were re

-installed with the correct rotation. I immedi-

I had an electrical problem with my tach/

shift light and Neil Ruxton was kind enough 

to give me some electrical connectors to 

replace the dodgy wiring clip. Scrutineering 

was passed, albeit freezing with the wind 

blowing through the scrutineering bays. The 

briefing was quite straightforward, with a 

presumption that people knew what they 

were doing. Sighting laps were provided by 

experienced drivers for those of us who had 

not been to the track before.  Four of us 

piled into Ray's car and were given the hot 

tips on the track (which I promptly forgot). 

My expectation was that I'd be a good way 

behind the other E30R's, given that I had 

never been to Winton, haven't had any 

coaching on my driving for a number of 

years, and the car had been bolted to-

gether by a couple of rank amateurs.

I was 

surprised to find 

myself catching 

him, and ended 

up having a lot 

of fun sitting 

behind him. To catch was one thing, to pass 

was another, and given my greenness on 

the track/with this car, I didn't want to run 

out of talent and use his bumper for brakes 

so I backed off a bit.

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cided to go for a time, so again lined up 

behind Brian, but this time let him go and 

took a slow out lap. I then knuckled down 

to try and get a decent time, which for me 

was 1:43.73, and I had caught up with Brian 

again. This ended up being the last lap of 

the last timed sessions, as that‘s when the 

rain came down. 

This entailed some off track excursions, in-

cluding Bob Williams who ran out of grip 

under brakes a couple of times and straight

-lined the esses.  

Ray had a big scare when he pulled up af-

ter a session and found oil dripping from the 

left front passenger wheel arch - the car 

was quickly 

jacked up to 

inspect for the 

source of the oil, 

to no avail. Ray 

then went for a

Graeme Bell has been most supportive 

of the 'DIY' build concept, and indicated 

that there are a number of E30R's coming 

together in NSW which I'm really looking for-

ward to!

P art of the support provided by our 

local dealership, Rolfe Classic BMW, 

was a brand spanking new F10 535i. 

This car was supplied primarily for display at 

the dinner venue but as it turned out, some-

one had to drive the car from the dealer-

ship to the venue and keep it until the Mon-

day morning. And that explains why I 

ended up with a gleaming white BMW in 

the driveway. I am no motoring journalist 

and I did not drive the car long enough for 

a thorough examination so this is very much 

an ―impressions‖ piece. 

As a new model, it came with all the fittings 

and features one would expect from a 

BMW these days but one thing that did 

leave me impressed was the reversing assis-

tance. No auto pilot, but in addition to the 

increasingly popular park distance control, 

cameras at the back and sides of the car 

filled in the front screen with ―live‖ pictures.  

For a while there I thought the car was con-

nected to google earth!  Having driven E36 

3 Series cars for the last seven or eight years, 

the size of the 5 Series was noticeable, es-

pecially when parking or loading up the 

boot. 

I loved the feel of 

the steering wheel, 

the car sat on the 

road with a bit of an 

attitude and I 

reckon I could grow 

to like the speedo in 

the head up display, 

but for the life of me 

I don‘t know why the 

display needs to tell 

me where in my lane 

the car is positioned. 

The old fashioned 

way of looking out the front windscreen 

does the job for me!! Having said that, 

some spatially challenged drivers may 

benefit from this technology. 

Another challenge for me raised its head 

after I ventured into ―manual‖ mode to 

have a play with the paddles on the steer-

ing wheel. Let me explain by saying I am 

used to manual boxes or autos having four, 

five or even 6 choices. But when it came to 

figuring out which of the eight gears I 

needed to be in, I concluded in the short 

time I had with this car, it was best to let it 

decide. And it did that very well thank you, 

with smooth crisp changes up and down 

the range. 

So, where does this leave me? Did I like the 

car? Yes, it really is a wonderful piece of 

engineering with great finish and superb 

appointments. Would I take it if it was of-

fered to me? Sure – no hesitation. Would I 

buy one? Nope - I just felt the car was ―too 

much‖ car. There was so much of the car I 

would not or could not use, and not just the 

space or speed. I just felt overwhelmed.  It is 

something you could get used to I suppose.  

But put that engine 

into the 1 Series 

coupé and it‘s a 

whole other story!

I returned from KL in May 1985 with 

a brand new wife and an equally 

brand new duty free E28 528i com-

plete with spoilers, Bilsteins and 

revolutionary TRX wheels. Shortly 

after arriving in Canberra I joined 

the infant BMW Drivers Club of Aus-

tralia (ACT Chapter) in July 1985 

and thus began a long association 

with the club and the marque. As 

luck would have it, the 528i was sold 

to assist the mortgage and was re-

placed by a Corolla Twin Cam until 

I was again posted to Malaysia and 

during part of this posting we had a 

3.0SiA which had been originally imported 

by the then King of Malaysia. 

On return to Australia an M528i made its 

way into the garage and this was replaced 

in 1995 with an M535i which I then owned 

and enjoyed until I modernised into an E36 

328i sedan. It was sad to see the M535i go. 

After almost 6 years it was like saying good-

bye to a family pet but at least the car re-

mains in the Club and in the hands of Luke 

Wise. That car was the best sounding car I 

had ever owned, thanks to a hand-

fabricated aftermarket exhaust, and the 

close ratio gearbox meant plenty of op-

portunities to hear the revs sing. 

On the eve of flying out to Taiwan for 3 

months, I bought the 328i and this car re-

mains in the family as my daughter‘s car.  

Another car I just couldn‘t completely part 

with, but in November 2007 I made the de-

cision to get something I had wanted since 

driving from San Diego to Denver in a 2002 

Cabrio to attend the BMW Car Club of 

America O‘fest in 2002. After some search-

ing, and thanks to Jon Havelock, a mint 

1999 E36 328i Cabrio was located in Mel-

bourne. This was a BMW Individual model 

with all the M3 boxes on the option list 

ticked (aero package, mirrors, 17‖ wheels, 

suspension, sports seats etc).  It has been a 

terrific car and the option of dropping the 

roof when the weather permits and the 

mood suits has been remarkably enjoy-

able. 

Earlier this year I decided to leave the 

workforce and as a retirement present to 

myself I bought Peter Macdonald‘s 1996 

E36 M3 Evo 6 speed. However, I could not 

bring myself to part from the convertible 

and not wanting to change accommoda-

tion I installed a lift in my garage to make 

use of the ample ceiling height. Problem 

solved. Didn‘t have to move and didn‘t 

have to sell the convertible. The M3 does 

not get used much but when it does it too 

puts a smile on my face, but I always put it 

back in the garage wondering what it 

would be like to use anywhere near its po-

tential. 

In addition to making my way through a 

few BMWs, I have also had an interesting 

journey in terms of Club life. In addition to

at, Haynes‘ work-

shop manuals. 

Putting aside the 

many inaccura-

cies, often 

caused by 

changes to the 

vehicle during 

production, 

Haynes Workshop 

Manuals have 

been a resound-

ing success.  So 

much so that the 

founder has built 

a motor museum.  

The promise in each and every manual 

is that each and every step explained 

in the manual is based on actually dis-

mantling and rebuilding a real car, pur-

chased for that very purpose.  Some of 

those cars, and a great many more, 

now reside on the Haynes International 

Motor Museum at Sparkford, Somerset, 

South West England. 

It holds about 1000 vehi-

cles, and as many are 

from 1960 and onwards I 

could relate to just about 

all of them. 

The first room on entry is 

called ―The Red Room‖. 

Rather obviously when 

you get there as all the 

cars are red, of various 

hues. Other rooms have 

other themes, including 

some race cars 

(although if you want to 

see race cars go to the 

Donnington Museum in the East Mid-

lands). 

I could have spent all day there but 

sadly time constraints limited me to 

about 3 hours.

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Meeting ReportMeeting Report   

July General Meeting at Rolfe 

Classic BMW, 21 July 2010  

A bout 30 members arrived at the 

Rolfe Classic BMW showroom in Philip 

for the general meeting that had 

been billed as a ―backstage‖ tour of the 

dealership. This meeting was a follow up to 

the earlier presentation to the Club by Rich-

ard Thompson who had recently taken up 

duties as Fixed Operations Manager. Mem-

bers were welcomed to the dealership by 

Richard and were also introduced to the 

team members who were going to show us 

through the premises and answer our ques-

tions.  

The high turnout of members was great to 

see and once everyone was herded into 

the waiting area 

(herding cats is an 

expression that 

comes to mind) we 

were split into three 

groups and each 

group would circu-

late through its re-

spective area of in-

terest. 

One group was fo-

cussed on the service 

desk and in particu-

lar how new technol-

ogy was impacting 

on the service area.  

The key to this im-

pact was indeed the ―key‖. No longer is it 

just a tool for securing and starting a vehi-

cle, but now it‘s a storage mechanism for 

all manner of vehicle and owner informa-

tion.  The information that can be 

downloaded from the key was staggering, 

ranging from owner details and service his-

tory general faults requiring attention. And 

from the explanation I heard, this was the 

tip of the iceberg as more and more infor-

mation and interactivity is being built into 

the ―key‖. 

While one group was collectively experi-

encing a jaw dropping moment hearing 

about the new role of car keys, another 

group was being shown all manner of 

gadgetry in the workshop, including the 

computer links between a vehicle, the 

workshop and Munich in real time. The level 

of computerisation in a vehicle is far re-

moved from a single ECU controlling a firing 

sequence but in some cases, depending 

on what boxes were ticked at the time of 

purchase, there are over 20 separate ECU 

all with information to be downloaded, in-

terpreted and acted on. I was impressed to 

learn that even the wheel alignment ma-

chine talks to Germany! The Germanic 

theme continued in the way the special 

tools were organised and stored. 

The third rotation took members behind the 

counter and into the murky world of spare 

parts. Once again, everything was talking 

to Germany and it lends weight to the 

sense that 

Munich 

knows every-

thing about 

the nuts and 

bolts of cars 

and parts in 

the system. 

Here too, the 

organisation 

was some 

we come to 

expect from 

the German 

carmaker. Of 

course, the 

cost of spare 

parts had to 

be raised.  In response several questions, 

Chriss Hodges, Parts Manager, explained 

the Competitive Pricing Policy now in place 

at the dealership whereby she encourages 

members who have sourced prices on 

genuine parts from other places to talk to 

the parts team and see if they are able to 

arrive at better prices on specific parts. As 

Chriss explained, she might not be able to 

always match the prices but now the deal-

ership is able to play with their margins she 

would appreciate the opportunity to com-

pete.

ell, after much anticipation I 

have finally secured dates for 

our driver training days for 2010. 

Expressions of interest are now open for 

attendees to our Level 1 and Level 2 

courses on the 27th November and 5th 

December respectively. The cost per 

head for each days training will be to-

tally dependant on numbers, as the fa-

cility and trainers cost the same regard-

less of attendees. The more attendees, 

the cheaper the cost. Having said that 

the courses in previous years have cost 

approximately $120-$180 per head each 

including morning tea, lunch, and after-

noon tea breaks. 

If your initial reaction to this is that it is ex-

pensive, consider this. What is your safety, 

and the safety of everyone that travels in 

your car worth? 

The driver training we engage in is no guar-

antee to prevent you from becoming a sta-

tistic at some stage in your driving career, 

but what it will do is greatly improve your 

chances of avoiding an accident. You will 

be taught to drive defensively, and with a 

greater awareness of the dangers. You will 

learn the basics of looking after your cars 

health, and what you and your car are ca-

pable of in an emergency. During the train-

ing you will not be driving recklessly, or at 

high speed, and at all times you will be un-

der the supervision of instructors who will 

often be in your car with you. 

Whether you have been driving for 30 years 

or 3 months, you are not experienced 

enough to fail to learn something from 

these courses. Don't overestimate your abil-

ity. Can you afford not to be in atten-

dance? 

Obviously the Level 2 course is more ad-

vanced than Level 1, and it is necessary to 

complete, or have previously completed 

Level 1 to be included in Level 2. Both 

courses are open to all BMW Car Club 

members and their family's. Numbers are 

limited, so places will be allocated on a first 

come first served basis, and only guaran-

teed on full payment in advance.

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The History of the BMW Car Club CanberraThe History of the BMW Car Club Canberra  

In his fifth instalment of the Club‟s history, 

Ian Branston takes us through the years 1995 to 1998. 

After Hazel Rands moved to Toowoomba at 

the end of 1994, the then Vice President, 

Ian Branston took over the leadership role 

along with a Committee consisting of Di 

and Chris Hubble, Bill Kinnane and Bruce 

Lott. The annual Wheels event in February 

was still held at Rugby Park, Braddon and in 

March some intrepid members ventured for 

a weekend away at the 

Crackenback Farm. In April, 

the Hubbles, Cremers, 

MacLeods and Ian Branston 

attended the Nationals in 

Ballarat at which Ian was 

elected as the BMW Clubs 

Australia delegate for the 

International Council. 

Later that year, the club 

celebrated its 10th Anniversary at the Hyatt 

Hotel in Canberra and we were privileged 

to have John Kannanghinis from BMW Aus-

tralia and John Comino from the NSW Driv-

ers Club in attendance.  Later is the year 

Driver Training took place at Wakefield Park 

where new club jackets made their debut. 

At the 1995 AGM Ian Branston was elected 

President along with a few new faces in the 

form of Dave Moore (VP), Mandy Nelson 

(Secretary), Di Hubble (Treasurer) and com-

mittee including Chris Hubble, Craig Nelson 

and Jon Havelock. One of the early events 

under the new leadership was the Club‘s 

first visit in September to the AFP Driver Train-

ing complex at Majura Road for a Motork-

hana.  In October 1995 the club was pre-

sented with a major challenge when from 

out of the blue, the then Dealer Principal, 

withdrew his support for the Club, on the 

perception that the relationship was of no 

business benefit to the dealership in terms of 

new car sales. The club tried to point out 

that the relationship could not be simply 

measured in sales alone and 

that used cars, parts and ac-

cessories should also be consid-

ered.  It was also explained that 

just because there was only 

one dealer in Canberra, it did 

not mean members could be 

dictated to in terms of new car 

prices and to maximise their 

purchasing power members 

could choose to buy cars from Sydney 

dealers who were influenced by a more 

competitive environment – an argument 

not appreciated by the local dealer princi-

pal!  However, the point was he, along with 

club members had to live in the real world 

of competition and value for money. Whilst 

this setback impacted on the relationship, 

the Club was actually enjoying unprece-

dented growth. 

The new Wakefield Park continued to be a 

major attraction and some of the times 

make interesting reading: Craig Nelson (E21 

323i) 1:29.95, Bill Kinnane (‗74 2002) 1:26.43, 

John Hebron (Grp A 635CSi) 1:13.65 and 

Steve Wilde (E28 M535i) 1:25.54. The 1995 

Christmas party was held at the Nelsons‘ in 

Kambah and cost $18 per person. Jon 

Havelock won People‘s Choice at the 

German Day with his Hartge E30 and 

Chris Hubble won Member of the Year. 

Also in December, the club magazine 

was given the name ―Roundabout‖.  

In January 1996, after the Christmas 

break, we had 27 new members, one of 

whom was Ian Campbell. Meeting for-

mats were changed so that General 

Meetings were less about reports and 

minutes and more about guest speak-

ers, tech nights or visits to restaurants.  

Committee meeting were the place for 

taking minutes and running the club – a

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format we still follow in 2010. The 

Nationals took place in Bowral, 

where a standard room cost be-

tween $150 and $185. Another 

well attended event was the 2.0L 

Super Tourers at Amaroo Park and 

Oran Park where the Diet Coke 

320i Super Tourers were seen in 

action. Sadly, we no longer have 

Super Tourers and both venues 

have fallen foul of 

―development‖. 

At the 1996 AGM we had $5,620 in 

the bank and increased our numbers by 46 

new members for the year to make our to-

tal membership 134 (up 20%). Ian Branston 

was re-elected President along with Ian 

Campbell (VP), Mandy Nelson (Secretary), 

Di Hubble (Treasurer) and Dave Moore, Jon 

Havelock, Robert Jeremenko, Craig Nelson 

and Steve and Kerryn Wilde. 

Along with the ―usual‖ events in 1996/97, 

notable developments include the ap-

proval of our new logo in February 1997, the 

introduction of a full colour magazine cover 

and after a series of meetings the dealer 

relationship was back on track. Super Tour-

ers at Oran Park remained on the calender 

for the club as did Wheels and restaurant 

runs. The Nationals were held in South Aus-

tralia at Wirrina Cove, and once again a 

small group of Canberrans attended includ-

ing the Nelsons, Moores and Ian Branston. 

The AGM for 1997 was for the first time held 

at the Italo-Australian Club which became 

the club base for the next several years. The 

Executive and Committee remained pretty 

much the same as the previous year al-

though Sean McKone took over from Di 

Hubble as Treasurer and Jo Moore joined 

the Committee.  

Once again the club calendar contained 

the usual events including track days at 

Wakefield Park, Super Tourers at Amaroo, 

Wheels and German Day. Members from 

NSW were joined by Sean McKone, Jon 

Havelock, Craig Nelson, Ian Campbell and 

Ian Branston who along with their cars at-

tended the Wagga Wheels show in Novem-

ber 1997. The end of 1997 was also the time, 

when after founding the club, John and 

Jenny Olle resigned, having sold their BMW 

cars and motorcycle.  

The Nationals in 1998 were held further 

afield in Fremantle WA and our sole repre-

sentative, Ian Branston did the trip across 

the Nullarbor in his E28 M535i along with his 

two kids.  He even brought the kids back! 

Also in 1998 some members tried their hand 

at deep sea fishing off Batemans Bay and 

we had lunch runs to Torpy’s in Braidwood 

and the Black Swan in Binalong.

T he production life cycle of 

the BMW M6 just ended, 

following the BMW M5 

E60/E61 model. But sources say 

that BMW is currently working 

on a BMW M6 successor. No 

official details have been an-

nounced though. 

But when a door closes, a win-

dow opens. BMW announced 

the introduction of a new en-

gine that will replace the V10 

engine of 5.0-liters, capable of 

507 horsepower: the V8 4.4-liter 

Twin Power Turbo engine. 

To some, the launch of the V8 

4.4-liter Twin Power Turbo en-

gine might come across as odd because of 

the downgrade. However, this V8 engine is 

capable of 555 horsepower, almost 50 

more than the old V10 engine that it will be 

replacing.

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O 
ver the last few weeks leading up to 

the (hung) Federal Election we have 

heard much about ―spin‖ being used 

to gain ―traction‖.  Sadly, in the world of phys-

ics spin, and slip, mere reduce traction. 

The rubber faced pneumatic tyre develops its 

maximum grip at the point just before it starts to 

fully slide or spin.  At maximum grip there is 

some slight speed difference between tyre and 

road, usually referred to as slip rather than slide 

or spin.   

For a steering tyre to develop any meaningful 

corning force it must rotate. Imagine turning 

left. As the tyre rotate it lays down a section of 

rubber slightly to the left of the contact patch 

already on the road, thus dragging the tyre 

further and further left.  Once rotation stops the 

ability to steer just about disappears. And a slid-

ing or spinning tyre develops much less sideway 

grip than a rotating one, for much the same 

reason. Hence the power slide. 

So, it is very important to keep those wheels 

turning at the optimal rate. But how? 

You may have heard (usually older) race driv-

ers talk about ―cadence braking‖ where the 

brakes are rapidly applied and released to 

reach peak grip. I‘m not a race driver so I can‘t 

tell you just how effective that is. But I have ob-

served drivers using this technique and stop-

ping very quickly. So there is something to it. On 

the track at least.  I have also seen race drivers 

at the highest level simply lock up the brakes 

and keep them that way until the inevitable 

rapid exchange of energy occurs when some-

thing immovable is struck hard. So maybe it 

only works when you were planing to use it. I 

have also been privileged to hear Sir Jackie 

Stewart talk on this subject, and his view was 

that it is of no use in an emergency on the 

road. He freely admitted he just buries his foot 

on the centre pedal like the rest of us. 

Which means we need some form of auto-

mated control, usually referred to as ABS – Anti 

Blocking System when translated from the Ger-

man, Anti-lock Brake System for a more English 

definition or ALB – Anti-Lock Brakes for the origi-

nal Maxaret design adapted from aircraft brak-

ing systems per-

fected by the 

same company.  

Original owned 

by Dunlop (as 

were disc brakes) 

and then sold to 

Lucas-Girling, the 

Maxaret system 

uses a flywheel 

driven by the 

wheel through a 

freewheel clutch. 

The flywheel can 

rotate faster than 

the wheel but 

not vice versa. 

When the wheel 

slows down the 

flywheel tends to 

spin faster as it is 

not being slowed 

by the brake.  

The flywheel has 

a ramped profile 

and between the ramp and the wheel side of 

the mechanism are a series of balls. The balls 

are driven up the ramp by the difference in

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rotational speed.  If this difference is enough 

the balls trip a mechanism which dumps the 

brake fluid pressure, thus releasing the brakes.  

The two speeds then start to align, the balls fall 

down the ramp and brake pressure is restored.  

The cunning part is the flywheel actually 

moves sideways and pumps the fluid pressure 

back up. 

This system was used on the first production car 

to have anti-lock brakes (and also four wheel 

drive), the Jensen FF. 

Electronic controls appeared in the 1970s with 

limited application, ultimately resulting in 

Bosch acquiring the Bendix patents and sup-

plying ABS to Mercedes in 1978. 

All modern ABS now operate in the Bosch 

manner.  Each wheel has a wheel speed sen-

sor (a non contact Hall effect or inductive 

pickup with a notched sensor ring attached to 

the wheel), an electronic controller and a 

valve which allows the fluid pressure to be 

dumped and restored as required.  The con-

troller is looking at the rate at which the wheels 

speed drops.  The absolute rate varies from 

vehicle to vehicle, and sometimes by axle, but 

is largely governed by the tyre.  If the wheel 

slows down too rapidly it must be locking up, 

so brake pressure is released until the wheel 

speed starts to rise again, at which point the 

pressure is restored. 

This can be done several times a second on 

each wheel.  Over time the controllers and 

valving have become smarter. Not all the pres-

sure is dumped on application, and when the 

pressure is restored the pressure is slightly lower 

than before on the presumption that a slightly 

lower pressure will prevent lock up.  If that is 

correct the pressure will be increased whilst 

the wheel speed is monitored hopefully 

achieving the magic pressure at which a small 

amount of slip takes place. 

With an assurance that the wheels will keep 

turning the driver of an ABS equipped car can 

brake and steer with confidence, up to the 

limits the tyre can deliver of course. 

Once the vehicle has wheel speed sensors, 

and independent brake control, adding trac-

tion control is fairly easy.  Much the same tech-

nique applies, look for excessive increase in 

wheel speed.  The controller can also com-

pare the driven and non-driven wheels. Which 

is why traction control must be turned off when 

on a rolling road.  If wheel spin is encountered 

the engine power can be reduced and, if 

needs be, the brakes applied. 

But that‘s not all. It is still possible to get out of 

shape without locking or spinning wheels.  Ar-

riving too fast into a corner and applying some 

steering will probably result in understeer as the 

car is unable to turn enough – the maximum 

slip angle of the tyres (the angle between the 

direction in which the tyre is pointing and the 

direction it is actually travelling) for the side 

force being developed has been exceeded. 

Applying more steering lock just makes it worse 

although it feels better. As the speed is 

scrubbed off by the snow plough effect of the 

wheels the front will grip and the car suddenly 

turns into the corner. At which point the inertia 

of the centre of gravity of the vehicle, which 

wants to keep going in the direction it was, 

takes the back of the car out towards the 

edge of the bend, resulting in the car pointing 

in toward the centre of the bend – oversteer. 

Possibly even a spin. 

Now, we have wheel speed sensors. We have 

individual brake control. We have engine con-

trol. All we need to complete the picture is 

something to tell us where the driver wanted 

the car to go, and where it currently is going. 

The first is quite simple, a sensor on the steering 

shaft detects the steering angle.  A ―yaw‖ sen-

sor which uses gyroscopic techniques to moni-

tor the rotation of the vehicle about is vertical 

axis (if you like a vertical line through the mid-

dle of the car about half way between the 

front and rear wheels) will detect in which di-

rection the car is heading and a lateral sensor 

detects the direction the car is travelling. 

And to think that the seat of your pants does 

all this! 

These are the components of Electronic Stabil-

ity Control (which goes by any number of ab-

breviations) – ESC.  To correct understeer the 

inside rear wheel is braked, dragging the car 

back into the corner. To correct oversteer, the 

outside rear wheel is braked whilst the inside 

rear wheel is powered. On vehicles with elec-

tric power assisted steering the car can cor-

rect the steering lock for you, winding some off 

or applying opposite lock as appropriate. 

So, less spin means more traction.   CR
